2. Create your annual plan and budget. Your Commissioner can provide you templates if you need them.

4. Update your Annual Health and Medical records. As a reminder, BSA policy prohibits email transmission and/or
electronic storage of health forms--keep paper copies in a confidential medical file for quick access. Remember that
anyone attending a long term (72+ hours) event will need a pre-participation physical.
